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(Outline and Purpose of the Course)
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- This class is designed for students who have completed the last half of Elementary Japanese.

* The purpose of this course is for students to develop their overall Japanese language skills at the lower intermediate level,
focusing on conversation, listening, reading, and writing.

- This course is also designed to prepare students to understand specialized courses conducted in Japanese.

(Course Goals)
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Course goals are as follows:

*To be able to listen and engage in conversation with ease, and read and write effectively by applying the grammar and
vocabulary learned at the elementary level.

*To be able to understand long sentences at the intermediate level.

*To be able to exchange one’s opinions with others by using basic vocabulary and expressions.

*To acquire vocabulary for academic purposes, and learn ways to take the specialized courses offered in Japanese language.

- To attain a level of proficiency equivalent to the JLPT N3 or CEFR B1 levels.

(Course schedule and Contents)
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The Japanese language classes for Kyoto iUP students consist of two types:
(1) Japanese language courses exclusive to Kyoto iUP: These classes are designed for Kyoto iUP students.
Classes are offered according to the needs of the students.
(2) Japanese language courses in the ILAS: These classes are designed for students to study together with other
international students. You will have the opportunity to communicate

with many people in Japanese.

@ 8H course (KAWAI, NAKA, MIHARA)
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This is an integrated course offered as a sequence of 4 class periods per week designed for students who have
completed Elementary Japanese. The purpose of the course is for students to attain the reading, writing and

conversation skills necessary for communicating in a variety of everyday situations.

@ Grammar exclusive to iUP students (NAKA)
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This is a grammar class for students who have completed the last half of Elementary Japanese. This is a joint class
with Intermediate II students. The purpose of the course is for students to cultivate to Intermediate level Japanese

expressions, and to be able to use those expressions properly in various situations.

® Kanji (MITO)
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This is a Kanji class for students who have completed Elementary Japanese. The purpose of the course is for

students to be able to read and write 500 to 700 Kanji characters, including those learned at the Elementary level.

@ Reading & Vocabulary exclusive to iUP students (SASAKI)
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This is a reading and vocabulary class for students who have completed Elementary Japanese. This is a joint class
with Intermediate II students. The purpose of the course is for students to increase vocabulary (Japanese Common
Academic Words & Technical Term) and further improve Japanese language skills, as well as reading
comprehension to get to the point of specialized courses conducted in Japanese. The vocabulary you will study in

the course is about 700 words. The total vocabulary we want you to learn by the end of the course will be more




than 1,100 words, including those learned at the Elementary level.

® Listening exclusive to iUP students (KAWACHI)
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This is a listening class for students who have completed the first half of Elementary Japanese. The purpose of the

class is for students to attain the listening skills necessary for communicating in a variety of everyday situations.

® Composition (SUZUKI)
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The purpose of this class is to learn intermediate level Japanese expressions, and to be able to use those
expressions properly in various situations. We aim to, by the end of the course, be able to accurately write your
own opinions in Japanese which will then prepare you to learn how to write academic reports and theses in the

near future.

@ Conversation (KAMEGAWA)
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This is a conversation class for students who have completed the last half of Elementary Japanese. The purpose of
this course is to develop the students’ ability to speak in Japanese. Students will discuss daily topics, building up

their active vocabulary and grammatical knowledge.
